We worship because our Lord loved us with an everlasting love and sent his son to be our Savior. His sacrifice
on the cross has washed us clean and made us new people. Because he made that commitment to us, we are
sure of an eternal home in heaven. Praise and worship is the natural overflow of hearts that love the Lord and
are loved by him.
