DD214, VA claim number, if known, and social security number.

4. The funeral director will apply for any burial entittement from the Department of Veterans A
toward burial expenses and also the allowance for Social Security for burial.

5. The funeral director will apply for the flag to drape over the casket.

6. If the veteran is a member of the VFW, the Post Commander should be contacted for the ri
service; firingsquad, if any, and casket bearers, if needed.
