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LSS program helps veterans
and families across the state

As a veteran or a member of a veteran’s
family, there may be some benefits you
may qualify for that you don’t know about.

A cooperative venture between the state
VA and Lutheran Social Service offers
these resources for veterans:

-- Free respite and caregiver support.

-- Individual, family and couples coun-
seling.

-- Deployment or reintegration support.

-- Budget and debt management coun-
seling.

-- Anger and stress management.

-- Services for youth and families.

“These services are available for any
veteran, any branch, any war era,” said
Mary Beth Galey, a senior director with
Lutheran Social Service. “You don’t even
need to verify your eligibility. We’ll do
that for you.”

- The program, called LSS CORE, began
in October of 2008. It was funded by a half
million dollar grant from the Legislature
for each of two years. In July of 2009, the
program began its second year. CORE
stands for Case Management, Outreach,
Referral & Education.

After a slow start, the program began to
take off this past July, and now has nearly
600 clients in the state. It’s still, according
to its manager, not near at operating at full
potential.

“We saw a need, and we were happy to
partner with Lutheran Social Services,”
said Reggie Worlds, the senior director of
programs and benefits with the Minnesota
Department of Veterans Affairs. “As peo-
ple become aware of the program we think
we'll get much more usage.”

LSS was chosen to run the program
based on the organization’s reputation for
offering services across the state, particu-
larly in rural communities — an area where
the veterans’ population is traditionally
underserved.

Worlds urged veterans to check out the
resources available in the program and to
refer it to others.

Galey said certain parts of the program,
such as respite care, have taken off in
some Minnesota communities. “Word just

gets around.”

In Moorhead, for example, over 100 families now take

advantage of respite care.

In many aging veteran families, Galey said, the wife is
taking care of the aging veteran. The work can be exhaust-
ing and all consuming for many spouses.

With respite care, the caregiver — man or woman — can
get a break on a regular basis from the needs of their loved
one. The breaks are good for the wellbeing of the caregiv-
er, and in the end might allow the veteran to stay at home
longer without being institutionalized.

Respite care is just one of the six areas the LSS CORE
concentrates on.

“The youngest person using our services was a three
year old boy whose parent was deployed overseas. The old-
est person was a 90-year-old World War II veteran.”

- She emphasized that the services are free through LSS.
Applying for the services can be done at an LSS office, by
the telephone or even at home. “An aging population does-
n’t have to worry about transportation issues or limited
mobility.”

She said it is often family members that reach out for the
services. “The male veteran typically doesn’t say he’s hav-
ing a problem. But family, spouses, kids might be having a
struggle around him.”

She said many of the younger veteran families need help
with their budgets or with debt problems, particularly after
a deployment. Counseling is also available for couple who
are having a‘tough time getting their relationship straight
after a long separation.

Galey said it’s not just the soldier who might be dealing
with PTSD or other problems. “We’re finding that in many
cases the spouse at home gets used to living without the
other person.”

Children of veterans sometimes need counseling too, she
said. There are cases where behavior deteriorates when a
parent is deployed, and the other parent has difficulty in
dealing with it.

The only thing the veteran needs to bring to the table for
LSS CORE, Galey said, is a family need and an honorable
discharge.
